The Boise Demand Treatment works to develop a universal intake process for the
city’s social service system. This would include screening and referral for alcohol and
drugs and participation with the State’s regional substance abuse authority.

 Boise City Outpatient Methamphetamine Clinic29

The Boise outpatient methamphetamine clinic is a 16-week intensive outpatient
program for adults and their families, followed by a 36-week aftercare program based
on the Matrix Model.
